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Revocation. A towing license shall be revoked by the Township Manager, with written notice to the Tow Operator and
acopy to the L& and Chief of Police, upon a finding by the Township of any of the following grounds and pending the
decision of the Board of Supervisors after a hearing. In this event, the license shall be null and void, and no application
andfor license fee shall be rebated:

2. Tnelicense was procured by fraudulent conduct; or if the application contains misinformation or false
statement, omits a material fact or a fact concerning the applicant was not disclosed at the time of his making
application, and such fact would have constituted just cause for refusal to issue said ficense.

b.  The licensee fails to correct safety or non-safety related deficiencies within the aliotted me provided herein.

¢. Thelicensee is subject of more than three (3) validated written complainis received by the Township
Manager within a six {8) month period.

d. Thelicensee’s license had been suspended more than twice in the calendar year.

e. Failure of the licenses to comply with any of the terms of this Ordinance when, in the sole discrelion of the
Township Manager, such faflure is willful and intentional or when such failure or the reckless conducl of the
licensee or ifs operator jeopardizes the personal safety of a police officer or any other individual.

§813_ Penalties for offense.

A

B,

Any person guilly of viclating any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of an offense.

Any person commitling an offense against any provision of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction therefore, be subject
to afine not to exceed fitty dollars ($50.00) for the first offense.

Any person commilting an offense hereunder, within six (6) months of his or its conviction of any pricr offense
hereunder, shal! be fined not less than fifty doliars ($50.00) nor more than one thousand dollars {$1,000.00} and/or

shal! have their tow operators’ license suspended for a period of sixty (60) days.

Any person commiiting another offense hersunder, within twelve (12) months of his or its conviction of mare than one
{1) priar offense hereunder, shall be fined not less than five hundred dollars {$500.00), and shall have their tow
operators’ license suspended for a period of one hundred and twenty (120) days.

Upon ten (10) days' written natice and afier a hearing before the Township Manager, the Township may revake a
license issued hereunder when it finds any of the following grounds:

1) The Tow Operator illegally employed any means other than official notification from the Township Police
Department to obtain information as to the location of the scene of an accident or disabled vehicle.

2) The Tow Operator paid, in the form of a gratuity, any third person not involved in the accident for information as to
the lecaticn of an accident.

3} The Tow Operator has violated the fee schedule by avercharging. Such allegations may be confirmed by written
complaints from the public.

4) The Tow Operator has violated any of the requirements of this Ordinance or any of the rules and regulations as
established by the Board of Supervisors, the rules and regulations of the Warminster Township Police
Department, or the laws pertafning to towing services under the Pennsylvania Motor Vehicle Code.

Any Tow Operator lawfully removed from either the Standard Tow Truck list or the Heavy Tow Truck list by termination
of 2 license granted by the Township, shall immediately result in the termination of all rights and privileges grented

under this Ordinance as a duly licensed Tow Operator.

§814 Reciamation costs; payment of towing and storage costs: records: disposition of vehicle.

A

The Township of Warminsler Police Department shall cause a record to be kept of all vehicles towed or impounded
under this Ordinance, and shali be able at all reasonable times to furnish the owners or the agents of the owners of

those vehicles with information as to the placs of storage of the vehide.
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B. The Tow Operator shall keep records of all towing for a pericd three (3) years or each year of the license if not
renewed, as to the name of the owner of the vehicle towed, the vehicle plate number, Vehicle Identification Number

(VIN), location of event, amount charged, and date and time of tow call.

C. Impounded vehicles. No impounded vehicle is fo be released without proper authorization from the Warminster
Township Police Department.

D. in order to reclaim a vehicle, the owner shali pay towing and storage costs to the Tow Operator. The payment of towing
and storage charges shali not relieve the owner or driver of any vehicle from liability for any fine or penalty for any
violation that may be assessed under the Pennsylvania Motor Vehicle Cade, for which the vehicle was towed, removed

or impounded.

E. If, after a period of fifteen (15) days, the vehicle in storage remains unclaimed, the person having legal custody of the
vehicle shall file with PennDOT its form Mv-952Pp (06-03) orits successors {entitied: “Abandoned Vehicle on Private
Property Report by Property Owner"), in accordance with §7311 of the Pennsylvania Molor Vehicle Code (75 Pa. C.S,

A #7311).

F. If the vehicle has not been claimed after thirty (30) days, the vehicle may be transferred to a licensed vehicle salvage
company, which will then be responsible for fiing the proper reports and disposin g of the vehicle in accordance with
the pravisions of Chapter 73 of the Pen nsylvania Motor Vehicle Code (75 Pa C.S.A. §110 et seq., as amended).

G. The Township of Warminster assumes liability only for the impounded vehicles while they are stored in township-
owned secure Icl(s) where the vehicle has been towed for evidence coilection. The Township Police Department wil
nelify the low operator that towed the vehidie into that police impound lot when the vehicle no longer needs lo be held
for evidence, at which time that tow operator will recover the vehicle for collection of fees and release of the vehicle to

its owner or designee.

H. The Township of Warminster assumes no liability in collection of bills or payment for towing or impound services
except as noted elsewhere in this Ordinance.

r. Heavy Duty Tows: Prevailing fee

2. This Ordinance repeals existing Sections 801 through 806 of Chapter 13, Part 8 and the Code of Ordinances and
this Ordinance replaces that Ordinance at the same Chapter 13 and Part 8.

3. All provisions of the Warminster Township Code of Ordinances unaffected by this Ordinance are declared to be in
full force and effect. if any provisions of the Warminster Township Code of Ordinances is inconsistent with the provisions of this
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Ordinance, the provision of this Ordinance shall govern, and the Warminster Township Code of Crdinances provision is hereby
repealed to the extent of the inconsistency.

4. The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable. If any provision of this Ordinance is daclared bya
Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such determination shall have no effecton the remaining
provisions of this Ordinance or on the provisions of the Warminster Township Code of Ordinances.

5. The Ordinance shall become effactive five (5) days following its legal enactment.
